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University Library

The University Library started its service in May 1949, when Yokohama
National University was founded by conjoining four independent colleges
under the National School Establishment Law. At that time, the ad-
ministration and service of the Library were entrusted to three facul-
ty’s branch libraries, located on separate sites.

In June 1974, the new building was constructed at Tokiwadai, and the
main function of the library started in September.

In April 1976, the University Library,consisting of the main library
and three faculty’s branch libraries was reorganized into one system.-

In 1985, the annex building was built at the south side of main :
building. It consists of special collection room, two stack floors and
office. And then, all over the main building is available as reading -
room.

At present, the University Library consists of three parts: central
library (containing educational and human sciences) and two branch
libraries (one for social sciences and the other for natural sciences and
technologies).

The Central Library is located in the center of Tokiwadai campus. It
is mainly used by undergraduate students. It also functions as the ad-
ministration of the University Library.

The Research Library for Social Sciences is located in a building of
the Faculty of Economics. It has a large collection of literature on
economics and social sciences published before World Warll.

The Research Library for Science and Technology Library is an inde-
pendent building in the center of the Faculty of Engineering campus.

It has chemical journals, published early in the 20th century. Many

times, these are useful for researchers from other istitutions through
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ILL (Inter Library Loan). | |

Now, the Library comprises more than 1,100,000 books, and about
14,000 kinds of academic journals are also collected.

Recently, with the remarkable development of information science,
the methods and tools to comply with the users’ request have changed:
computer technology and the various information services provided by
the current communication network have now played a significant role
in library systems.

In 1987, the University Library has participated in SIS (the Science
Information System) network, a national project to construct a nation-
wide information network among university libraries, research libra-
ries and the like. Since then, the library has made its cataloging data
available through the OPAC(Online Public Access Catalog) for infor-
.mation retrieval.

In 1992 the University Library started the ILL service. It improves
the Library’s book-loan and copy service greatly.

Since 1995, OPAC and CD-ROM have been accessible through LAN at
any time at any place in the University.

In December 1995, the new library system based on the Unix open
system operated and it also connected to internet.

In 1996, the University Library opened its own homepage on internet.
And then, the library guide, OPAC and some other information services
provided by the University Library have been accessible from all over
the world.

From now on, the Library intends to construct the electronic library

to provide various services. -
